Annie was born in Baltimore at a time when there was lit-
tle opportunity for women. Yet, her devotion to Christ led 
her to a life of service and leadership. She organized 
women to pray, to give and to meet the needs around 
them. She challenged pastors and churches to action and 
rallied vital support for missionaries. Ultimately, Annie 
was recognized as a national Southern Baptist trailblazer 
for her visionary leadership that still inspires millions to-
day. 

What is the Annie Armstrong Easter Offering?  

The offering was started in 1895 by Woman's Missionary Union® (WMU) to benefit the work of 
the Home Mission Board (now North American Mission Board). In 1934, it was named in honor 
of Annie Armstrong, a bold missions advocate and WMU's first national executive leader. To-
day, more than $2 billion has been donated by Southern Baptist churches and individuals to 
support thousands of missionaries in church planting and compassion ministries. Because of 
this sacrificial giving, millions of lives have been and continue to be transformed by the power 
of the gospel.

We are More Than Conquerors! 

 

If you have been waiting a long time for your breakthrough and it hasn't come yet, I know how you feel. 
Throughout my life, I never wanted people to see me as weak, so I would slap on a smile and pretend eve-
rything was okay; however on the inside, there was devastation. I had feelings of rejection, hurt, discour-
agement, self-condemnation, and fear.  When Christians walk around allowing these feelings to remain, we 
allow the devil to win over our lives. 

 

Over the years as a Christian, I began to read and study the Word of God, and I learned that God gives us 
an amazing promise of victory over the battles we are going through in Romans 8:37. It reads, "Yet amid 
all these things we are more than conquerors and gain a surpassing victory through Him Who loved us." 

 

Itõs important to understand that our emotional battles are spiritual. Examples of this would be: 

 

David was troubled and battled deep despair. òWhy are you downcast, O my soul? Why so disturbed 
within me? Put your hope in God for I will yet praise him, my Savior and my God.ó Ps. 42:11   

Elijah was discouraged, weary, and afraid.  òI have had enough Lord, he said. Take my life, I am not 
better than my ancestors.ó 1 Kings 19:4 

Jonah was angry and wanted to run away. òNow O Lord, take away my life, for it is better for me to 
die than to live.ó (Jonah 4:3).   

Job suffered through great loss, devastation, and physical illness. òI have no peace, no quietness, I 
have no rest, but only turmoil.ó Job 3:26; Job 10:1 (bitterness); Job 30:15-17 (terrors)  

Moses was grieved over the sin of his people. In his feelings of anger and betrayal from his own peo-
ple, Moses, as a leader, was about ready to quit. òBut now, please forgive their sin ð but if not, 
then blot me out of the book you have written.ó Exodus 32:32  

Jeremiah wrestled with great loneliness, feelings of defeat, and insecurity, poor, ridiculed, rejected, de-
spair, and a sense of failure. He cried out, òCursed be the day I was bornéwhy did I ever come 
out of the womb to see trouble and sorrow and to end my days in shame?ó See Jeremiah 20:14 
and 20:18   

Even Jesus Himself was deeply anguished over what lay before Him. Isaiah prophesied that Christ 
would be "a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief." See Isaiah 53:3.    

 

Our world desperately needs joy-givers, hope-bringers, those in our lives who will help us remember what 
real grace is and where lasting help is found. The greatest truth is this, we have a Savior who understands 
our pain, who knows about every weakness and hurt, and reaches out with compassion and hope. God is 
Healeré Redeemeré Restoreré and friend! He will never waste the seasons of suffering we face, but 
will use it, in some way, to bring good, to instill purpose, to help others, and to make us stronger.  

 

Many people are living in defeat because they are unaware that they have a spiritual enemy who has de-
structive plans for their lives. 1 Peter 5:8 tells us to òBe vigilant at all times because ...that enemy of yours, 
the devil, roams around like a lion roaring, seeking someone to seize upon and devour." 
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When we understand that the battle is spiritual, then we know that the weapons we need to win are spiritual 
weapons. And, when we learn how to use them, we never have to live with a victim mentality again. In-
stead, we will know what it means to be more than a conqueror through Christ! 

 

The devil will do whatever it takes to keep you from Godõs plan for your life. This means he will attack you 
in any area of your life where he sees a weakness or thinks he can get to you. But God is greater than the 
enemy. 

 

The greatest way to win your battles is to cultivate a close, intimate relationship with God. We are nothing 
in our own strengthñon our own, we are no match for the enemy. However, the Bible says, òGreater is He 
(God) Who lives in us than he (satan) who lives in the worldó (1 John 4:4).  

 

So, what battles are you fighting today? A troubled relationship, sickness, financial problems, fear, or maybe 
a disappointing setback? You were never meant to do life alone. God wants to strengthen you, guide you, 
help you...and teach you how to have success over the enemy. 

 

None of us has a choice whether or not we will face battles. The Bible clearly tells us, òThese things I have 
spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation (trouble); but be of 
good cheer, I have overcome the world.ó (John 16:33). 

 

We will all experience difficult times, but we can choose to journey through these times being victorious 
over them. God will strengthen us and He will fight and win every battle we face, and in the end we will 
come out stronger on the other side.  

 

There are good things in your future! Remember these three truths ... God is with you, God loves you un-
conditionally, God is always fighting for you (Is 41:10; Romans 8:31-39; Psalm 118:6). God has given you 
everything you need to be victorious in every battle (difficulty) you will ever face.
